The Internet, JB
states, is by far one of the
most useful tools when it
comes to searching for infor-
mation on a certain subject
matter, for example, “How
To’s, Tips & Techniques” and
other sources of presenta-
tions, can be read about
online, and can also be
downloaded. There are also
subject matter experts here in
our club, as well. One can
find quick information or ref-

erences needed, just by asking

other club members. Also,
another effective way to in-
crease our knowledge and
skill in modeling is by work-
ing together, performing club-
builds or tag-teams, including
Round Robin sessions. JB
also highlighted, that the time
for improving upon our meet-
ings, is by purchasing an
Overhead Projector. This, he
says, will definitely aid in pro-
viding our member with a
clear understanding of our
hobby, when presenting one’s
view on screen.

New Overhead ProjectorAnd
while on the subject of Over-
head Projectors...yes, it has
been on our agenda during
our staff meetings, to see if
funds can be allocated to pur
chase a new, and reasonably
priced overhear projector.

Once the topic of Business dis-
cussion was completed, the helm
was then turned over to “Father”
Domenic, Program Director Extra-
ordinaire. Domenic once again
highlighted and discussed the “Tip$
& Techniques” program that he’s
pushing for briefly, and then turned
over controls to our vice president
John “Bubblelicious Submarinus
Maximus” Ballman, who this eve-
ning, gave us a presentation in the
realm of the “Sludge Wash”...in
modeling parlance...highlighting
panel lines.

TONIGHT'S PRESENTA-

TION

Tonight, JB brought in a couple
of his 1/48 scale aircraft to demon-
strate his techniques on applying a
wash. What is a wash? Well, as JB
puts it, depending on the type and
the scale of model you're building,
a wash is simply a solution of col-
ored pigment and some form of lig-

uid medium, such as water, thinner,
terpenoid, or oils, which, once mixed
to its proper consistency, can be ap-
plied with a brush to a model. When
applied, this liquid, “capillary ac-
tion” will usually flow the wash into
crevasses, panel lines, or any sunken
details in the model. This is then al-
lowed to set or cure, depending on
the solution you mixed. Later, the
excess wash is then “wiped off” with
a Q-tip or soft towel, moistened with
water or thinner. This, in turn will
provide some sort of highlight to the
panel line or protrusion, thereby pro-
ducing a scaled shadow effect, both
in the interior and exterior of your
model.

This technique can be used on all
scales and types of model subjects.
Of course, it does take time and prac-
tice for the modeler to get this techr
nique down, thereby developing an
“eye” for this process. As JB ex-
plained in detail, there are two types
of washes: oil or watercolor. Oils,
such as enamel thinner, lacquer thin-
ner, terpenoid, etc., can be used tg
thin those particular types of paints.
Water on the other hand, can be used
to thin acrylic paints or pigments.

You can also use you basic, run-oft
mill kids watercolor set. However, in
using watercolor as a wash, the usg
of liquid soap must be used...a drop
or two, maybe three, to give the wash
a smooth flowing viscosity. Again,
the modeler’s technique on this wil
eventually be honed.

Once the model has been built and
painted, (and decaled, if possible) it
must be glossed over (sealed) with
either acrylic or enamel (or lacquer
coating. Of course, it is up to your
discretion. Once the model has been
set aside to cure (over night, or for
week), this is where you, the modeler
must pay attention and remember this
technique, as this will save you much
grief and heartache in future pro-
jects.

If you use an acrylic gloss coat-




ing, you must use an oil wash. If you Show & Tell session commenced.

use an enamel or lacquer-based coat-
ing, you must use a water/watercolor
wash. As JB further explains, you
don’t want to use a wash thinned
with the same thinner, as this will
“eat” away at the paint thereby ruin-
ing your finish. Of course, when this
occurs, you'd have to let the model
cure, then sand down the area, re-
paint and reseal it with gloss coat
again.

Once you have your solution
properly mixed, as JB showed us on
his F/A-18E, it can be applied with a
thin pointed bristled brush for small
panel lines or minute details, or ap-
plied with broad bristled brush for
larger area of coverage, such as in
armored vehicles. Later, the area,
which was washed, can be wiped off
using a Q-tip or soft towel moistened
with water or thinner. Take care as
you wipe of the excess wash to main-
tain your panel lines.

In the case for Future floor wax,
both oil and water washes can be
used. However, it is advisable to
TEST certain oils/thinners on a scrap
piece of plastic shot with Future be-
fore you proceed.

As was demonstrated, washes can
be use both in interior and exterior
surfaces. For example, on aircraft,
washes can be applied to cockpits,
engine bays, landing gear and wheel
wells, etc. On armored vehicles, en-
gine and fighting compartments,
wheels and wheel hubs, and on exte-
rior details. On cars, panel lines,
grills and vents, engine compartment
and other interior and exterior areas.
Let's not forget figures, ships, and sci
-fi subjects...the list goes on and on!

He stated that de-
pending on the type of track
you have, whether they're
vinyl, plastic, resin, or metal,
is to clean them first with
warm soapy water to remove
and releasing agent used dur
ing the molding process.
Then, allow the tracks to dry
completely. This will ensure
that the paints you use will
adhere properly to the track/
tread details. Hector says he
uses acrylic or enamel Gun
Metal paints to paint his
tracks. However, just like any
technique, you should do a
test shot to ensure the paint
does “stick” to the tracks. He
then paints them with Rust,
then sets them aside to dry.
Once that process is done, he
then adds Dust to the tracks t
give it a more scaled weath-
ered effect. Greg Banks
added, that he first, spray
paints/airbrushes Flat Black
first, the does a dust coating
of Rust, and if needed, applie
a wash. He then applies adr
brushing of Silver/Chrome to
the parts of tracks that come
in contact with the ground/
road. But, whichever option
you prefer, take the time to g€
the “feel” of using this tech-
nique on your next armor/tank
model. It's really not that
hard.

Dur-
ing the build, he experience
no major fit issues. The en-
gine, although a straightfor-
ward build, was a model in
itself, and was built and in-
stalled into the fuselage mi-
nus the rotating exhaust
nozzles. Once the engine
was inside and fuselage
halves assembled, the noz-
zles were carefully glued in
place. And yes, they do ro-
tate! The engine, Ken says,
can be seen through the top
(turtleback) access panel
when removed. Ken also
brought in his Modelaire,
1/48 scale resin kit of the
Martin XB-51 bomber. The
XB-51 was the U.S. Air
Forces premier “tri-jet”
aircraft fitted with General
Electric J47’s, in this case
one at the extreme tail with
an intake at the base of the
tailfin, and two mounted
underneath the forward fu-
selage in pods. The XB-51
was being tested by the Air
Force during the early
1950’s but was later can-
celled in 1952 when it lost
out in evaluation to the Eng-
lish Electric Canberra, later
designated as the B-57.
Also in his kit collection
were his Revell, 1/72 scale
PB4Y-2 Privateer (navalized
B-24 with a tall tail), an in-
teresting late WWII subiject,
and an old Aurora, 1/42
scale Lockheed F-90. You
definitely have quite the col-
lection, Ken!
