In those days, model building fo
me was pretty much few and far be
tween. Once in a great while, my
mom or dad would by me a kit, ang
that in itself was a great joy! | som
how, to this day do not know how |
acquired “plastic cement.” How-
ever, | do recall, “snagging” an old
double-edge Gillette “safety” razor

blade (my dad’s) from the medicine

chest and using that to cut parts frg
the sprue and trim off excess plasti
flash. | don't think | ever seriously
injured myself.
